Development of Career Guidance and Counselling Model within the VET System in Serbia 

Objectives: 

To develop a comprehensive Career Guidance and Counseling (CGC) model within the VET system adjusted to the specific needs and conditions in Serbia. 

This is a first phase of a larger project, which continues in a second phase with support from the Swedish International Development Agency. The roles and positions of stakeholders within the proposed model were defined. Knowledge of the relevant international experience was collected. 15 staff from 4 Regional Continuing Education Centres for Adults (RTCs) were introduced to CGC. A database of relevant data on potential employers and students from 11 third grade classes in 10 vocational pilot schools in the sectors of food processing and agriculture was developed. A network of the interest groups at local level was set up. A CGC model for the Serbian VET System was developed. An English version of the model was produced and the model reviewed. 

The description of the model can be seen in English and Serbian in the best practice presentation of the Innovation Fund projects on the vetserbia website. 
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
